Part 1: Completing the CITI training for human subjects research.

You will need to create an input file using the orders that you created for our experiment. Then you will need to use one of HTML templates that I provided to create an experiment. You can publish the experiment in the sandbox to see what that looks like. (You can also sign up as a worker in the worker sandbox to take your own experiment if you want!)

1. The formatted input file (a csv).
2. A screenshot of the “batch summary” page that AMT shows you as the last step before publishing your experiment.
